IMPORTANT SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS

WARNING! When using electric appliances, basic pre-

cautions should always be followed, including the fol-

lowing:

» Read all the instructions before using the appliance.

» To reduce the risk of injury, close supervision is nec-
essary when an appliance is used near children.

+ Only use attachments recommended or sold by the
manufacturer.

» To disconnect, turn all controls to the off (“O”) posi-
tion, then remove the plug from outlet.

* Do not unplug by pulling on cord. To unplug, grasp
the plug, not the cord.

+ Unplug from outlet when not in use and before servic-
ing or cleaning.

» Do not point the paint roll or accessories toward your-

self; danger of injury by ejected material.

The unit is not a toy; keep it away from children.

Power cable and power plug must be undamaged.

Replace damaged parts immediately.

Never submerge the unit in liquid!

Do not use hot water for rinsing out and cleaning.

The unit may not be used in workplaces bound by the

explosion-protection regulations.

If the supply cord is damaged, it must be replaced by

the manufacturer or its service agent or a similarly

qualified person in order to avoid a hazard.

Materials to be processed:

Dilute dispersion paints and latex paints for interior and
exterior walls.

Materials not to be processed:

Paint and lacquers containing solvents and materials
containing heavily abrasive components.

INSTALLATION AND OPERATING
Assemble the paint roll (figure 1).

» Mount deaeration unit, connect hoses (figure 2): slide
suction hose (B), paint feed hose (A) onto the respec-
tive connection pieces until they stop. Slide on screw
sleeves and tighten.

» Before beginning work, cover or tape up the floor, fur-
niture, door frames and other objects. Place the unit
on a sufficiently sized piece of plastic or cardboard.

+ Stir the paint well and thin up to 10% if necessary
(observe information from manufacturer).

+ Submerge suction hose with suction filter (figure 3)
to the bottom of the paint container and fasten to the
paint container edge with clamp.

+ Turn the control knob to the “working” position. (figure

4) The pressure in pipe B will reduce when it exceeds
the set value.

* Open dosage valve at handle. Switch unit on (figure
5). Suction and paint feed hoses and paint roll fill with
paint in appox.2 min. The unit is ready for operation
when the first drops of paint emerge. Set the paint
feed as required using the dosage valve.

ATTENTION! Air in the suction hose or pump area can
lead to suction and function interruptions. Ensure that
the suction filter is always completely covered with
paint. Refill paint in a timely manner, set the paint con-
tainer at an angle or prepare a new paint container.
Switch off the unit before moving the suction hose to a
new paint container.

BREAKS DURING WORK

Immediately stop

Press down the button (figure 6), the paint roll will be

stopped filling with paint until the valve is opened (figure

7).

Short breaks (up to four hours):

« Switch off paint pump and open dosage unit in han-
dle.

 Insert paint roll into plastic bag immediately and tie it
up to airtight (figure 8, A).

» Leave suction and air bleed hoses in the paint.

Long breaks (days):

* Place paint roll in a bucket of water (figure 8, B).

» Wet the paint surface in the paint container with some
water to prevent a skin from forming.

» Used accessories which are already unscrewed are
to be placed into water immediately after use.

CLEANING
Switch off the appliance and scrape off paint roll over
the paint container.

* Remove paint roll by snapping it from the roller frame
and clean it thoroughly separately. Detach the seal-
ing cap of the paint roll with a suitable tool. Detach
paint roll and clean all parts in lukewarm water.

+ Put the suction hose A into a container which is filled
with clean water.

» Switch on the appliance and pump water for about 10
minutes. Shut down fig6 and open the valve fig 7 for
8 times during the pumping. Each closed time should
not less than 15 seconds.

« Disconnect the aluminum hose and clean it separate-
ly.

ATTENTION! When storing, always leave the dosage unit
in the handle in the open position (Figure 5).

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GENERAL SAFETY RULES

WARNING! Read all instructions. Failure to follow all instructions listed below
may result in electric shock, fire and/or serious injury. The term “power tool” in
all of the warnings listed below refers to your mains operated (corded) power
tool or battery operated (cordless) power tool.

SAVE THESE INSTRUCTIONS

1) Work area

a. Keep work area clean and well lit. Cluttered and dark areas invite accidents.

b. Do not operate power tools in explosive atmospheres, such as in the presence of
flammable liquids, gases or dust. Power tools create sparks which may ignite the dust
of fumes.

c. Keep children and bystanders away while operating a power tool. Distractions can
cause you to lose control.

2) Electrical safety

a. Power tool plugs must match the outlet. Never modify the plug in any way. Do not
use any adapter plugs with earthed (grounded) power tools. Unmodified plugs and
matching outlets will reduce risk of electric shock.

b. Avoid body contact with earthed or grounded surfaces such as pipes, radiators,
ranges and refrigerators. There is an increased risk of electric shock if your body is
earthed or grounded.

c. Do not expose power tools to rain or wet conditions. Water entering a power tool will
increase the risk of electric shock.

d. Do not abuse the cord. Never use the cord for carrying, pulling or unplugging the
power tool. Keep cord away from heat, oil, sharp edges or moving parts. Damaged or
entangled cords increase the risk of electric shock.

e. When operating a power tool outdoors, use an extension cord suitable for outdoor
use. Use of a cord suitable for outdoor use reduces the risk of electric shock. Always
use tool in conjunction with a residual circuit breaker device.

3) Personal safety

a. Stay alert, watch what you are doing and use common sense when operating a
power tool. Do not use a power tool while you are tired or under the influence of drugs,
alcohol or medication. A moment of inattention while operating power tools may result
in serious personal injury.

b. Use safety equipment. Always wear eye protection. Safety equipment such as dust
mask, non-skid safety shoes, hard hat, or hearing protection used for appropriate
conditions will reduce personal injuries.

c. Avoid accidental starting. Ensure the switch is in the off position before plugging in.
Carrying power tools with your finger on the switch or plugging in power tools that have
the switch on invites accidents.

d. Remove any adjusting key or wrench before tuming the power tool on. A wrench or
a key left attached to a rotating part of the power tool may result in personal injury.

e. Do not overreach. Keep proper footing and balance at all times. This enables better
control of the power tool in unexpected situations.

f. Dress properly. Do not wear loose clothing or jewellery. Keep your hair, clothing and
gloves away from moving parts. Loose clothes jewellery or long hair can be caught in
moving parts.

g. If devices are provided for the connection of dust extraction and collection facilities,
ensure these are connected and properly used. Use of these devices can reduce dust
related hazards.

h. Use clamps or a vice to hold work. It's safer than using your hand and it frees both
hands to operate tool.

4) Power tool use and care

a. Do not force the power tool. Use the correct power tool for your application. The
correct power tool will do the job better and safer at the rate for which it was designed.
b. Do not use the power tool if the switch does not turn it on and off. Any power tool that
can not be controlled with the switch is dangerous and must be repaired.

c. Disconnect the plug from the power source before making any adjustments,
changing accessories, or storing power tools. Such preventive safety measures reduce
the risk of starting the power tool accidentally.

d. Store idle power tools out of the reach of children and do not allow persons
unfamiliar with the power tool or these instructions to operate the power tool. Power
tools are dangerous in the hands of untrained users.

e. Maintain power tools. Check for misalignment or binding of moving parts, breakage
of parts and any other condition that may affect the power tools operation. If damaged,
have the power tool repaired before use. Many accidents are caused by poorly
maintained power tools.

f. Keep cutting tools sharp and clean. Properly maintained cutting tools with sharp
cutting edges are less likely to bind and are easier to control.

g. Use the power tool, accessories and tool bits etc., in accordance with these
instructions and in the manner intended for the particular type of power tool, taking into
account the working conditions and the work to be performed. Use of the power tool for
operations different from intended could result in hazardous situation.

5) Service

a. Have your power tool serviced by a qualified repair person using only identical
replacement parts.

Warranty terms
Ycnoeus 2apaHmuu

1. SBM group offers the 2-year warranty from the date of sale for
all its products. Professional and commercial electric appliances
are not covered by the warranty. Repair is only available for a fee
in this case.

2. Non-commercial use of the electric appliances imposes limita-
tions on the duration of its operation and restricts the intended us-
age to household purposes only. The continuous operating time
should not exceed 40 hours. In addition, 10-15 minute breaks are
to be made after every 15 minutes of continuous operation. Ignor-
ing this condition when using the electric appliance is a violation
of the good operating practice. Subject to the above mentioned
condition, the service life of the electric appliance is 7 years.
When you purchase a electric appliance, a warranty card is is-
sued (fields with a date of sale, model, and serial number are
mandatory, other fields can also be completed). Please keep the
card together with the sales receipt during the entire warranty
period for presentation at the service centre.

Electric appliances are only accepted for warranty repairs when
assembled with all removable devices and their fastening ele-
ments in working condition.

3. The warranty period is extended up to 3-5 years*, provided
the owner registers the electric appliance within 2 weeks after
the purchase date. The extended warranty does not cover re-
chargeable appliances, battery chargers, and supplied acces-
sories. Registration is only possible online at www.sbm-group.
com. Please print the registration certificate at the time of reg-
istration. The certificate is the only confirmation of the fact of
registration. The registration certificate should be presented at
the service centre together with the warranty card and sales
receipt.

4. The following malfunctions are eliminated free of charge dur-
ing the warranty period:
e Damage to the instrument, caused by the use of low-
quality materials
e Assembly defects due to the fault of the manufacturer.

5. The warranty does not cover:

e Malfunctions of the electric appliances caused by the fail-
ure to comply with the operating instructions.

e Mechanical damage (cracks, chips, mechanical damage
to power cords, mechanical damage to the enclosure, etc.),
damage caused by exposure to aggressive environments and
high temperatures, damage induced by the ingress of liquids
or foreign matter into ventilation grids of the electric appli-
ances, as well as damage due to improper storage (corrosion
of metal parts, etc.).

e Electric appliances with defects which were caused by an
overload (simultaneous failure of the rotor and stator), improp-
er use, lack of maintenance or care, and use of the electric
appliances for purposes other than the intended purpose, as
well as by the instability of electric power supply, exceeding
the standards set by EN 61000-3-2, EN 61000-3-3. Among
others, undeniable signs of an overload include: changes in

appearance, deformation or melting of parts and components
of the product, darkening or charring of wire insulation under
high temperatures.

e Wear parts and materials (carbon brushes, belts, rubber
gaskets, seals, guards, platforms, bus bars, gears, bearings,
hubs, coil heaters, pulleys, rollers, rods, lock buttons, etc.),
components (gears, shafts, bearings, rods, rollers, etc.) sub-
ject to deterioration due to lubrication wear-out, as well as re-
placement devices and supplies, except in cases of mechani-
cal damage of the above mentioned products due to failures
of the electric appliance which are covered by this warranty.
e Natural wear of the electric appliance, its parts and com-
ponents (wearing out of the resource, severe internal or exter-
nal contamination, wearing out of the lubrication).

e Electric appliances that were unsealed or repaired during
the warranty period by persons or organizations who are not
legally authorized to perform these activities.

e Electric appliances with removed, erased, worn out or
changed serial numbers, including cases when the data of
the electric appliance does not match the data of the warranty
card.

e Preventive maintenance of the electric appliances, for ex-
ample, cleaning, washing, lubrication.

6. Do not operate electric appliances exhibiting failure symp-
toms (high arcing, smell of burning, increased noise, severe vi-
bration, uneven rotation, loss of power). Do not use the electric
appliances if there is any mechanical damage to the power cord
(cracks, chips, tears, binds), AC plug, or the enclosure of the ap-
pliance.

7. During the warranty period, faulty parts and components of
the instrument are repaired or replaced free of charge. The Ser-
vice Centre reserves the right to decide whether such parts and
components are to be replaced or repaired.

If a failure or malfunction is recognized by SBM group as a war-
ranty case, then it can be removed according to our own choice
by repair or replacement of the defective electric appliance. Re-
placed electric appliances and parts become the property of the
Service Centre of SBM group.

8. GUIDELINES FOR THE PREVENTIVE MAINTENANCE OF
ELECTRIC APPLIANCES

Regular preventive maintenance (cleaning, washing, relubrica-
tion of bearings and gearbox, replacement of fast wearing parts)
is recommended for the electric appliances. Maintenance en-
sures perfect operation of the electric appliance during its entire
service life cycle. The frequency of preventive maintenance at
rated load is determined according to the natural wear of carbon
brushes. Maintenance work is charged according to the price
list of the service centre. Any failures covered by the warranty
and detected in the course of maintenance are repaired free of
charge. Warranted failures, which are detected by the diagnos-
tics, are eliminated as agreed by the parties according to the
routine procedure.

Preventive maintenance does not extend the duration of the war-
ranty period.

Other claims, except for the above mentioned right for free reme-
dial measures, are not covered by this warranty.
